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Enoshima Electric Railway

from the train windows; the sunset at Enoshima is also really
beautiful. Atthough the line is relatively short, it is very atmospheric,
50 taking the train is an enjoyable experience in itseff.
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Tsurugaoka Hachimangu shrine

Deeply associated with Minamoto no Yoritomo,
the first shogun of the Kamakura shogunate, this
shrine offers sightseeing spots including the
main Shinto shrine and Maiden open pavilion.
